Tournament rules

FIDE Laws of Chess.

Five rounds using the Swiss system. Each player gets 90 minutes with 30 seconds
increment per move. The default time will be 15 minutes. Any player arriving 15 minutes
after the start of the round will lose their game unless the Cheif Arbiter decides otherwise.
The tournament consists of three age groups:

Class A, players born 2004 or later

Class B, players born 2008 or later

Class C, players born 2011 or later



Live transmission
All chess games will be transmitted live with DGT boards.

Registration

According to the rules of the tournament every nation can send two players in every
group and the host nation can send up to 49% of the players in each group.

The organizers accept that Nordic nations may send more players than two in every
group but the organizers kindly ask federations to send estimated numbers of players
in every group no later than February 26
